Having lived for 12 years in Edinboro, PA, we were there long enough to learn by observation how
Edinboro University determined where to construct walking paths. As students found shortcuts
through the lawns, in time the soil where they walked became firmly paakedrass would grow
there. So in time the University paved it o
by hardening themselves against it.

Rocky soil, for which Wayne County is well known, might produce a few dived plants. But if
there is too much rock and too little soil, the plants will not be live for long. This kind of soil is like
people who have sporadic moments of spiritual enthusiasm, and then resort right back to aloofness

Weedy soil somewhat allows the plants we intend to grow. But the nutritional resources of the soill
and water have to supply ALL the plants. So what we hope grows does not thrive. This kind of soi
is like people who try to include a little bit of God in their life (but not too much!). Too many com-
peting agendas and demands results in a mediocre faith life.

When God made you, God did not assign you to be any particular kind of soil. You are what you al
by your choice. As far as God is concerned, you are not one kind of soil exclusively, forever. To be
good, healthy soil that causes the seed of C
your decision, God has been liberally sowing seeds in your life, and will continue to do so. In the

parable of the sower, God appears to be batting 250. But this does not cause God to stop sowing.



When you choose to be receptive, fertile, weg
free soil, you become aware that God is usin
youto help scatter seeds of faith in others.

If you are like the paths at Edinboro Universit
packed firm and unproductive, fallow ground,
there is such a thing as tilling up the soil.
