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Those of us who meet twice a month or so as part of the Evangelism/Visioning 

Team, find ourselves very energized by our time together.  Without a doubt, the 

Holy Spirit is at work among us, prompting creative ideas and the incentive to put 

them to practice.  The reason we began meeting, almost a year ago, was to review 

and possibly revise the vision/mission statement that is printed on the front of our 

YEARLY REPORT AND CHURCH DIRECTORY.  The reason to revise is not 

necessarily to fix anything wrong with the existing statement, but to bring greater 

awareness of it to you, members and friends of Beach Lake UMC. 

 

The mission of Beach Lake UMC is clear, and it remains to make disciples of Jesus 

Christ for the transformation of the world.  This is easy to commit to memory.  But 

how can we readily remember the means by which we make disciples?  Our current 

statement lists Evangelism, Worship, Discipleship, Service and Fellowship as the 

vehicles.  Recognizing that to make disciples means reaching people not currently 

part of the Church, a discussion arose about user-friendliness of some of our tradi-

tional language, such as evangelism, fellowship, discipleship-----words we typically 

do not hear outside church circles.  In a flash of insight, a member of the group saw 

that remembering JESUS helps us to make disciples:
