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Just prior to our first Susquehanna Annual Conference session on June 12, Bishop Middleton issued to every-

one an invitation to participate together in a yearlong project of practicing radical hospitality with food.   This 

is an outward focus for us as well as a means to draw churches in our brand new conference into a common 

experience. 

 

 

Biblical examples of food as radical hospitality are numerous.  Abraham and Sarah fed the visitors bearing 

news that Sarah would give birth to a son.   Deuteronomy contains gleaning laws that make provision for the 

hungry and the sojourner.  Jesus showed hospitality by turning water into wine--and his disciples then put 

their faith in him!  He fostered hospitality by engaging his disciples in feeding the 5000.   Jesus extended the 

hospitality of Passover by instituting the Lordôs Supper.   At the Lordôs Table we recognize each other as 

companionsðliterally those with whom we share bread. 

 

 

Sharing a meal around the table brings people closer together and creates community.  My Grandma Terwil-

liger loved preparing food and feeding people, even people she did not know.  She lived on a farm in rural 

Clarion County, PA.  If someone stopped in front of her house to ask directions she would say, ñWeôre just 

about to sit down for dinner; why donôt you come in and join us?ò  It was not uncommon to be at her table 

with complete strangers . . . but they were only strangers at the very beginning of the meal. 

 

 

At our first one-day Conference on June 12 in Williamsport, we had a very successful non-perishable food 

collection.  Our next step will be to highlight and celebrate some of the food-sharing ministries already in 

place in the churches of our Conference.  I anticipate sharing about Beach Lake UMCôs regular donations of 

non-perishable food as well garden items from our community and home gardens to area pantries and feeding 

programs.  As the year progresses, we hope to learn from each other and to expand our understanding of food 

as hospitality by considering those who grow our food, those who harvest it and distribute it and maybe even 

to the land that produces our food. 



On September 18, the Friday Friends will launch the 

ñOpen Hearts Caf®ò.  If you feel inclined toward any 

of our food ministries, please do not hesitate to get 

involved.  Please join our church and other churches 

of our new conference as we embark together on an 

adventure that celebrates what each of us is doing 

close to home and that shows us how our regard for 

food can extend Christian hospitality to the far cor-

ners of the earth.

*The beginnings of Sunday School  

 
   Englishman Robert Raikes, born in 1735, was a Chris-

tian layman who was pained to see unschooled children 
working six days a week in factories or mines.  On Sun-
days, children roamed the streets, often getting into 

trouble.  Most didnôt know how to read or write and 
knew nothing about Christ or the church.  

 
   As Raikes labored to reform Englandôs prison system, he noticed that many 
children were imprisoned, stirring him to action on their behalf.  He arranged 

for halls and homes to be used for educational purposes on Sundays, the one 
day children didnôt have to work.  He found volunteers to teach reading, writ-

ing and math, as well as the Bible and Christian beliefs.  
 
   The first Sunday school class was held in July 1780.  Amazingly, by 1788 

some 250,000 children were attending such schools.  This occurred despite 
some peopleôs opposition to the education of lower-class children.  

 
   Countless boys and girls have attended Sunday school classes since then, 

thanks to Raikes, who brought Christôs light and love to children around the 
world.

Grades 1 - 3 Girls are starting a new curriculum and are using a DVD series in which they are being secret agents learn-
ing about and exploring the Holy Spirit. 
 
Grades 1- 3 Boys are still learning how the Bible is the voice of God.  The boys have discovered how to hear Godõs 
voice through Bible readings and applying what theyõve read in their everyday lives.  The boysõ behavior is so good 
that their òPrize Boxó has to be replenished frequently!  They get a prize for bringing their Bible to Sunday School and 
being brilliant (knowing the answers to Bible questions). 
 
Grades 4, 5, 6 Co- Ed -  The class is using a curriculum that teaches that God cares when weõre feeling down.  He helps 
us through the problems that we face.  With God beside us, we can make it through any struggles or storms that 
come our way! 
   
Grades 7 through 12 Co- Ed -  The older students are doing Bible Trivia and learning more about the Bible in a game 
style that they enjoy.  This is also our Youth Group.  See their write- up elsewhere in this newsletter. 
 
Adult Bible Study -   Bob Hoffman showed a film on the history behind the founding of America.  The founding 
fathersõ religion played a major part in setting up the structure of our country.  Discussion followed.  Adults of all 
ages are welcome to attend these classes. 
 
Adult Seekers Class -  òBusyness in Partnership with Godó is being discussed now through September 12.  Beginning
