October brings to mind the old-fashioned falls I remember from childhood:  
crisp air, seeing how high you could fly on a swing, pumpkins, apples, burn-
ing leaves.....well, I am glad of one thing: most people donôt burn leaves any-
more for now I am highly allergic to their smoke.  My friends and I always 
looked forward to having an extra day off from school (good old Columbus 
Day) and to having an in-home Halloween party bobbing for apples (we 
werenôt worried about how our hair looked at that age), apple-on-a- string 
(you always wished your teeth were longer) and various other games fol-

lowed by a special cake and soda.  Of course, everyone went home with a little bag of Halloween 
treats for later. 
 
Yes, children, this is how it was in the ñold days.ò  We didnôt have computers, iPods, etc.  Text mes-
saging was non-existent; some of us didnôt even have TVs.  Hard to believe, isnôt it?  But we had a 
lot of fun using our creativity. 
 
As many of you know, I am a movie buff.  Well, movie fanatic is probably more accurate.  Every 
time I think about Halloween, I think of that beautiful Vincente Minnelli film, ñMeet Me in St. Louis.ò  
The Halloween scene with little Tooty in costume throwing flour in a neighborôs face to show how 
brave she was is just super and she wins the admiration of the older kids in the neighborhood.  
(The neighbor wasnôt angry, and his dog liked licking up the flour which fell on the doorstep.)
